Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
Lutheran hymnody is one of God’s great gifts to the church.  With Reformation 
Sunday coming on October 30, I am reminded of the rich tradition of hymns that we 
have available to us.  Not least among them is the following hymn written by the 
reformer Martin Luther.  Based on the words of Psalm 46, it reminds us that God is 
our refuge and strength: 

1. A mighty fortress is our God, a bulwark never failing; Our helper He, amid 
the flood of mortal ills prevailing: For still our ancient foe doth seek to 
work us woe; His craft and pow’r are great, and, armed with cruel hate, 
On earth is not his equal. 

2. Did we in our own strength confide, our striving would be losing, Were 
not the right Man on our side, the Man of God’s own choosing: Dost ask 
who that may be? Christ Jesus, it is He; Lord Sabaoth, His Name, from age 
to age the same, And He must win the battle. 

3. And though this world, with devils filled, should threaten to undo us, We 
will not fear, for God hath willed His truth to triumph through us; The 
Prince of Darkness grim, we tremble not for him; His rage we can endure, 
for lo, his doom is sure, One little word shall fell him. 

4. That word above all earthly pow’rs, no thanks to them, abideth; The Spirit 
and the gifts are ours through Him Who with us sideth; Let goods and 
kindred go, this mortal life also; The body they may kill: God’s truth 
abideth still, His kingdom is forever. 

Some would declare that the language is sorely out of date, yet the message is 
steadfast: God is our strength in the midst of the uncertainties of this world! 
October will be a busy month at First Lutheran.  In our Commitment Sunday on 
October 16, with the Hog Roast and all, we will all have the opportunity to renew our 
response to be faithful stewards of God’s gifts showered generously upon us.  Then 
on Reformation Sunday, the 30th we will celebrate with five of our young people as 
they affirm their baptism in the rite of Confirmation. They will be boldly saying “yes” 
to God’s claim on them in baptism. 
 
May we all boldly say “Yes” to God’s claim on us and live lives of faithfulness!

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Fall 2011 Exploring Religious Questions Series  
 “Creeds, Beliefs and Life Today”  

Gustavus Adolphus College returns this fall with a new in-depth mini-course series!  

In the ancient world, Christians found it important to maintain some unity about basic beliefs. One way they 
did this was to construct creeds, including the Apostles’ Creed and the Nicene Creed. These continue to be 
used in many churches today. Why were these statements constructed? How did their authors decide what 
to include? The answer to these questions will help us understand the meaning of each part of the creed.  

Also, while the historic creeds were being developed, Christians were deciding what books to include in the 
Bible. How are the creeds related to this process of canonization and to the contents of the Bible? Alongside 
of examining the early church, this course will explore some contemporary implications. How important are 
the creeds today? Do they inform the way faithful people live their lives? Or do they distract from faithful 
living? Some churches in the United States have reservations about using creeds, while others use them 
regularly. Why? What’s at stake? Should the older creeds be replaced by more contemporary formulations? 
And even more generally, what role do beliefs play in the life of a contemporary Christian? These are the 
kinds of topics that will be addressed in this five-week course.  

The course will be taught on five consecutive Mondays by Darrell Jodock, Sarah Johnson Ruble, and J. Blake
